Instructions for using the box-and-whisker plots
Make a copy of the form for each student.

The scale along the left hand side is the student scores on the AIMSWEB test. Mark the score on the “Fall” part of the form by using an X or a colored dot. 





After the Winter test, I record the score and connect the two dots. I now have a visual that shows improvement (red line). Note the placement of the “dot” in the box-and-whisker plot. Not only did the student improve (red line), but the placement of the dot means that the student scored better against the other students. 





Using the “Key”, I can inform the parents that the student is in the “Average” range. The student is above  50% of all those that took the test.





In this example, the student looks like they improved. Have they actually improved?  The student was above the 50% line in the fall and now they are below the 50% line. They improved, but not as compared to all the students.
