1. You will use Microsoft Power Point for this assignment.

2. Click on a blank slide

3. Proceed to View - Master – Slide Master – Format – Font.  Change the font to a type (Example: Lucida handwriting) you would like to have displayed on your flag. Font size should be at least 28.  This will allow the writing on the stripes to be the same font continuously and you will not have to keep on adjusting.  

4. The blue area is reserved for the rectangle and in it you may place what you believe best describes the meaning of being an American citizen.  The example I illustrated is the school district showing the board of education in the middle and the surrounding schools.  I am looking for imagination from you.

5. If you think your flag is extremely worthy of other students viewing your work.  Your teacher must concur with your judgment, she / he may email me your work as an attachment and I will post it on the Internet.  Your teacher already knows my email address.

6. Make sure you save often.

Steps necessary to create your Symbol of Freedom

1 Create a square for your symbol.  Place a box in the upper left corner the size and shape is as follows:  Click on the box and go to Size and make the following adjustments.   3.42 x 3.42

2 Create your first stripe using a box again.  You will enter text later.  .58 x 6.59 and copy and paste 6 times.  This will be just enough to come down the right side of the flag.

3 Under the symbol (the box you created), you will need 7 more stripes each stripe is .58 x 10.  You may create the first one and then copy and paste the rest.

4 Now go back and color in the appropriate stripes Red using the pail located at the bottom of your screen.

5 Make the opposite stripes white

6 Place your mouse in the first white stripe and type in what you want to represent freedom.

7 Create and insert your symbol for freedom using paint or power point.   Click on Insert picture from file.  You must then adjust this to fit the area you created for your symbol. 

8 Paint is located under Programs – Accessories - Paint 

9 You are only limited by your imagination.
